ORO (Office of Research Oversight), formerly ORCA, is responsible for all matters of compliance and assurance in human subjects protections, animal welfare, research safety, and research impropriety and misconduct.  

PRIDE (Program for Research Integrity Development and Education) is responsible for policy development and guidance, education, and training related to protecting human subjects in VA research.  

COACH (Center On Advice and Compliance Help) is the PRIDE Center responsible for providing help, education and tools related to the ethics and logistics of human research protection.  COACH works closely with local VA facilities and provides educational materials at regional and national meetings.  

SMART (Site Mentoring and Review Team) is the COACH Team that provides tools and training in Good Clinical Practice.

ACE! (Accreditation Consulting Experts) is the COACH Team that offers help and consultation for local Research & Development Offices and Institutional Review Boards in preparing for NCQA accreditation.  

GUIDE (Policy Guidance & Development Center) is the PRIDE Center responsible for the development of VA guidance and policy on human subjects research.  

LINC (Liaison & Networking Center) is the PRIDE Center responsible for providing liaison and networking within the VA, and between the VA and outside entities involved in human research protection. 
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
