The secondary purpose of the Plenary is to allow others besides working group
members who are interested in these topics to become more knowledgeable regarding
this important work as well as to facilitate direct collaboration among members of the
Services and the different agencies on these topics.

We have an ambitious program laid out for you over the next two and a half days that
will provide you with a status update on a number of important topics pertaining to
Research as well as to Force Health Protection and Deployment Health. The research
will focus on both Gulf War illnesses as well as research for solutions to better protection
of our military, veterans, and their families during and after future deployments. These
initiatives will be focused in the following areas: Developing and Maintaining a Fit and
Healthy Force Through a Continuum of Care; Functional Approaches to Collecting and
Managing Data on Personnel and Exposures; Systemic Approaches to Evaluating and
Managing Battle and Non-Battle-Related Risks; DoD/VA Life Cycle Health Surveillance
System Capabilities; and the Development of Health Risk Communication Strategies
and Skills.
