Before World War I, Woodberry won both
individual and team honors on his high school

bowling team. Then he
entered a national
tournament where many
high schools bowled and
sent their scores to the
American Bowling
Congress (ABC) for
certification and awarding
trophies. However, under
then-existing rules,
Woodberry, an African-
American, couldn’t have his
scores recognized. A second
string-team caucasian
bowler received ABC’s top
honors that year. Although

greatly disappointed at the time,
Woodberry says now, “I have no hard
feelings against the ABC; that’s just the
way things were.”

After graduation in 1942 and a year of
college, Woodberry joined the Army and
soon shipped out to Europe with the 921
Infantry. He returned to civilian life in
1946, and continued to bowl. Slowly the
honors came. In 1987, the Nation’s
Capitol Area Bowling Association
named him to its “Hall of Fame,” as did
the Greater Washington Bowling Senate
in 1993.

At his 50" high school reunion,
Woodberry’s classmates discussed the
old controversy and decided to pursue a
remedy. As a result of those efforts, in
1993 the high school champion literally
received the “red carpet” treatment at the
ABC national tournament, where he
accepted a plaque in long-overdue
acknowledgement of his talent, and was
honored to “throw out the first ball.”

“It’s satisfying to have the bowling
recognition at last,” says Woodberry.
“And at the Games, I hope to win a
medal to display next to my most
important medal, my Purple Heart.”
