The main office of the Center is located at VA headquarters in Washington, DC, with two other offices in New York City and Seattle, WA.

Special Assistant to the Director:

Description:  The Special Assistant to the Director supports the Center Director in assuring the success of the Center's projects and programs. The Special Assistant works closely with the Director in fulfilling the Center’s mission and goals, as well as with VHA program offices, federal agencies, and outside organizations that relate to the Center's mission; represents the Center at meetings; and acts in place of the Director in her absence. S/he will also provide consultation to VHA leadership, other national program offices, and ethics committee chairs on clinical, organizational and research ethics topics. 

The Special Assistant should be a “quick study” with a “can-do” attitude and diverse talents who enjoys problem-solving. Other requisite traits include excellent interpersonal and communication skills, resourcefulness, flexibility, systems thinking, ability to multi-task, and effectiveness navigating complex institutional environments.   

Location:  VA Headquarters, Washington, DC.  

Salary:  Based on qualifications and experience.  

Qualifications:  This position will be filled through VA’s Title 38 hiring authority for physicians, nurses, and certain other clinical occupations.  Title 38 applicants must have a degree obtained from an approved professional school and a current, full, unrestricted license. For this position, the applicant must have significant professional experience in clinical, organizational, and research ethics and excellent verbal and written communication skills.  Must be a US citizen.
